PRCA Mobile hosted its annual Toolkit on Thursday, 
June 25, at the Junior League of Mobile Headquarters. 
More than 71 professionals from the Gulf Coast area 
attended the workshop which was themed PR 2.0 - 
Using New Technology to Communicate Excellence. 
 
Donna Lepine, Digital Business Development Consultant for Xerox 
Corporation, started off the day with advice for making the digital world 
work for your business. Lepine has more than 20 years experience in 
sales and operational delivery and is a member of the Direct Marketing 
Association. 
 
Kristie Aylett, APR, and independent consultant from The KARD 
Group, talked about social media and how it relates to us as public 
relations professionals. Aylett served as president of the Mississippi
